What do I need to know as my family prepares for camp?    
¥ Resident camping opportunities are available in June and July for children and youth ranging in       

ages from 6-17. 

¥ Camper eligibility is based on the camperôs age as of September 1, 2010. 

¥ Receive a discount if you pay in full by April 1, 2011. 

¥ ñBring a Friend.ò Your camper can bunk with ONE friend of the same   gender and age!  This should 

be a mutual arrangement, reflected on each individualôs form.    

¥ To encourage new friendships, children from the same congregation will not normally be assigned to 

the same cabin. 
¥ A physical exam after August 1, 2010  is required by Texas state law for all overnight campers. 

¥ Our camp staff includes a nurse and staff who are trained in First Aid and CPR. 

¥ Camp Gilmont conducts background checks on all camp staff members and volunteers. 

¥ Resident camp sessions end with a celebration of the week at 10:00 a.m. on Saturday morning -    

families and guests are welcome!
