ImEortant Things to Know About Registration

1) Adult advisors and youth must register as a group. Youth who wish to participate in the
Youthquakes but are not part of a group are encouraged to link up with another church. If you
are not sure who is attending from vyour area, please email Gary Holloman at

2) Registration for Youthquakes will be conducted on a “first-come, first-served” basis.
a) When a camp is filled, remaining registrations will be placed on a Waiting List, unless a Group
chooses to move to an alternate date.
b) Registrations will not be considered complete until payment (credit card or check) is received.

3) All registrations will be made online at www.regonline.com/yqsp2012.
(All other means — e-mail, fax, phone, or in person — cannot be accepted). If you have any
questions please contact Gary Holloman at the Grace Presbytery Office (214-393-5617, 800-678-
4502 ext.

4) Registrations will open February 3, 2012
Registrations will close March 18 for Youthquake #1
Registrations will close April 1 for Youthquake #2

5) In registering, groups will reserve spots by providing names of the youth and adults attending.

a) On the closing date for the event (two weeks before the event begins), all spaces purchased
become non-refundable. Prior to this date, a $20 non-refundable fee will be kept for any
cancelled spots.

b) Any additions, substitutions or cancellations can be made online until registration closes (two
weeks before the event begins). After registration closes, any additions or substitutions need
to be emailed to Gary Holloman, gary@gracepresbytery.org and cleared before attending the
Youthquake.

6) As they are registered, groups will receive a preliminary confirmation email of their registration.

7) After full payment has been received, a final confirmation email will be sent. This email will be
needed to check-in your group at Youthquake.
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Background checks

Background checks are required by Grace Presbytery, our insurance carriers, and the camp site.
Please make sure that these checks are completed well in advance of your trip to Youthquake. Your
group’s Registration cannot be finalized until this is done!
